On Monday, October 29 at 7:00 at John Hill School, John Jahr, from Maser Consulting Engineers presented the Boonton Schools Traffic Study.  Attached please find summary of Traffic Study Report. 

Mr. Jahr also reported on the status of the application for the Safe Routes to Schools Federal Grant. As many of you will remember from previous CACF meetings, Maser Consulting Engineers offered to work with the Boonton Board of Education to develop and submit a Safe Routes to Schools Federal Grant that had the potential to provide the Boonton School District $800,000 over four years. This grant would be used to improve walking and biking routes for students attending Boonton Schools.
Mr. Jahr reminded the community that part of the application process was to attain a letter of support from the Board of Aldermen which had yet to be secured. The committee was encouraged to communicate directly with the Board of Aldermen to seek their support for this grant. 

Mr. Jahr also encouraged citizens to write letters of support for the grant that could be sent to the Board of Education and would be included in the application packet. He also encouraged organizing a petition from Boonton citizens in support of the grant application. Attached please find petition to use in gathering signatures from the members of your organization. Please return petitions to Board of Education office. Petitions will also be available at Parent Conferences.
