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Statement: The BHS Home & School Association mini-grant program is designed to be a flexible source of BHSA funding for Boonton High School faculty and staff to sponsor creative programs and projects in which Boonton High School students may participate.  In keeping with the goals of the BHSA, the funded programs may be educational, artistic, or social programs or projects to benefit large or small groups of Boonton High School students.  

Overview:  Grant applications may be submitted to the BHSA at anytime during the school year by BHS faculty or staff members.  Submitted applications will be considered by the BHSA officers to determine whether the focus of the mini-grant’s subject falls within BHSA goals.  Those applications then are presented to the BHSA membership at large for approval by a majority vote of those members attending that meeting.  There will be a permanent agenda item at every regularly scheduled BHSA meeting to present applications to membership.  

Process:  
· Faculty or staff member (“applicant”) has an idea for a program in which Boonton High School students could benefit and participate. Athletic programs and student organizations are encouraged to seek funding through their respective booster clubs.  Applicant must be a current member of BHSA.
· Applicant completes the Boonton High School HSA Mini-Grant Application Form and submits the form to BHSA Executive Board with supporting documentation, if applicable.  Applications can be submitted to the BHSA via email at BoontonHSA@gmail.com, or dropped in Boonton High School HSA mailbox in the front office.

· The Board will review the submitted application at an executive meeting.  BHSA reserves the ability to request additional information from the applicant, school principal or district superintendent if needed to assist the Board in its review.  Priority will be given to those programs that are intended to enhance student educational experience, impact the greatest number of students, or can provide a lasting benefit.  Funding will be limited to the amount available in BHSA fiscal budget for the mini-grant program; amounts requested may be reduced or enlarged by the Board.  

· If the Board believes the application meets BHSA goals and there is available funding, the Board will present the application to the BHSA membership at large for approval by a majority vote of those members attending that meeting.  The applicant is encouraged to attend the BHSA meeting to present his/her application.  BHSA members are encouraged to ask questions before their vote is cast.  
· If the application is approved, BHSA Treasurer will present the Boonton High School Student Activity Fund with a check in the approved amount within 14 school days from approval date.  The applicant is reimbursed using these funds, following district policy for such reimbursement.  
· After the program has started or completed, the applicant is requested to report back to BHSA on the program’s success.  Funds not disbursed by the Boonton High School Student Activity Fund for the approved program shall be refunded to BHSA or credited to another BHSA activity, at the BHSA’s discretion.
The mini-grant program provides discretionary funds to enhance the educational experience of Boonton High School students. The funds are intended to address areas not covered by existing budgetary allotments or dedicated funds. The maximum grant is $50.00, but this can be exceeded in appropriate circumstances.  Application should be completed by a Boonton High School staff or faculty member who is a current BHSA member.
